Education Maintenance Allowance 
The Education Maintenance Allowance (EMA) is provided 

to assist eligible families with the costs associated with the 

education of their children. 
 

Consequently parents/guardians are able to access the 

second semester payment of EMA if they have a current 

Health Card or Pension Card.  The eligibility criteria must 

be met as at the first day of Term 3 (13th July 2009). 
 

Applicants with continuing eligibility, who were paid the 

first instalment, will not be required to complete a new 

application for the second instalment.   
 

Parents/Guardians, if you are eligible but have not yet 

applied for EMA at Monbulk College (i.e. new to the 

College or changed family circumstances), please fill out an 

application form. 
 

Application forms are available at the General Office and a 

photocopy of your Health Care Card/Pension Card will 

need to be sighted.
