Bullying 

The Monbulk College Personal Well Being Policy 

states that óno form of discrimination, bullying or 

harassment is tolerated or acceptable at Monbulk 

Collegeô. This includes Verbal Abuse (name calling, 

put downs, threats), Physical Abuse (hitting, 

punching, spitting etc), Social Exclusion (ignoring, 

excluding, ostracising), cyber bullying (using mobile 

phones, texting and emails) and Psychological Abuse 

(spreading rumours, dirty looks, hiding or damaging 

possessions). 
 

There are many ways in which the College reiterates 

with students the expectation of respectful and 

appropriate behaviour; in the student planner, at year 

level assemblies, within out Health curriculum, in 

weekly pastoral care programs and in special 

programs such as óExpect Respectô. 
 

If students behave in a manner which threatens the 

health and safety of others, a range of consequences 

will be implemented such as detention, referral to the 

coordinator and suspension.  
 

When appropriate, the College will also take a 

restorative (solution focussed) approach to bullying 

behaviour. This approach aims to have the students 

working together to repair harm and to establish just 

outcomes for all parties. All staff at Monbulk College 

have had training in this area. 
 

Parents are encouraged to speak to their child about 

ways to manage bullying behaviour. This would 

include encouraging the student to speak to a teacher 

or coordinator. Simple suggestions such as turning off 

mobile phones in the evening, blocking, not having 

computers in bedrooms, can help students manage 

instances of cyberbullying.  
 

If a student feels that they are being bullied or 

mistreated, they should speak to a teacher, the Student 

Welfare Coordinator or their coordinator immediately.
