The College has purchased an additional module within Compass that will 
allow parents to complete permission forms for bo th incursions and 
excursions online and pay for these events on line. From 22 nd August, 
teachers have the optio n to use the paper based method we currently use 
or to trial the excursion/incursion through Compass. While we undertake 
the Compass Pay parental trial (which will run until the end of this year) 
families will have the following options :  

¶ pay and return for ms using our current manual system (forms 
returned to the General Office and payment either directly into 
the College bank account or to the General Office) ; 

¶ pay and enter the permission form on line; or  

¶ pay through the office and enter the permission form  on line.  
Please be aware that not all excursions/incursions will use Compass Pay 
initially, however if the teacher opens the excursion/incursion up for 
parents they will also send home an individualised permission form which 
is generated by Compass.

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Stude nt Pick Up And Drop Off To  

Monbulk College  
 
In the last two years there has been a significant increase in the n umber 
of students who are driven to or picked up from school by car. This has 
caused some issues in regard to traffic flow and safety. In order  to 
improve this we ask that drivers and pedestrians adhere  to the following:  
 

1.  Vehicles should enter Monbulk College through Gate 4, proceed past 

the Gym and turn left and park in one of the lined parking bays.  

2.  Students should enter or alight from the vehi cle while it is parked in 

the lined parking bay .  

3.  The vehicle should then exit Monbulk College by moving west 

towards the bus road and taking a right hand turn. This will enable 

the vehicle to exit through Gate 3 on to David Hill Road. Please 

follow the exi t sign. Please be aware of buses. 

4.  Vehicles are only permitted to stop in the lined parking bays.  

5.  There is to be no stopping or picking up of students in any place 

other than the lined parking bays.  

6.  The maximum speed limit in College grounds is 10 km per ho ur.  

7.  Pedestrians who alight from the vehicle should walk on the left hand 

side of the asphalt and then inside the white posts just past the Bus 

Shed. Pedestrians should continue towards the College and cross the 

bus road where there are painted white lines , being aware of buses 

and other traffic.  

Please note that the Gym ca r park is the ONLY place that students 
are to be dropped off and picked up. Do not drop students off in the 
front car park (Gate 2) as this causes significant difficulties for 
vehicles who are in this area.   
Parents can use the front car park (Gate 2) whe n they are on School 
business such as meetings with staff, making a payment at the 
General Office, picking a student up from sick bay or accessing the 
Uniform Shop.

How can I get my teenager to school? 
No matter how hard parents try, some students may be reluctant or refuse to go to 

school. These are some ideas which may assist parents to deal with teenagers and 

school refusal.  

Personal factors might include: 

¶ chronic illness 

¶ intellectual or cognitive disability 

¶ behavioural or developmental difficulties or disorders 

¶ mental health issues such as depression or anxiety 

¶ history of abuse and neglect 

¶ poor self-concept or self-esteem 

¶ poor communication skills 

¶ poor social skills 

¶ difficulty with listening, concentrating or sitting still. 
 

Family factors might include:
