At the end of Term 1 when you are able to access your progress report on Compass you
will also be able to view your child’s result and comment for one of the tasks for each
subject that will be part of the final semester one report. To see which task and its
comment will be on the final semester
report move your mouse over the book ]
icon and a message will appear on the J
screen saying either “Learning Task
will not be included in semester
reports” or “Learning Task will be
included in semester reports”. The comment provided when the learning task is included
in the semester report will tell you how your child has performed in that particular task
and indicate the next step in their learning to achieve their personal best.

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WHAT’S HAPPENING IN

b MONBULK COLLEGE ARTS & TECHNOLOGY

A couple of weeks ago all of the current Year 7s went on an excursion with the
Arts and Technology staff to the National Gallery of Victoria to see the David
Hockney exhibition. Hockney is one of the most influential living artists, he is a
painter, photographer and now digital artist. The exhibition featured over 1200
works from the past decade of his career.

Exhibition highlights include more than 600 extraordinary and sometimes animated
iPad digital drawings of still life compositions, self-portraits and large-scale
landscapes.

Our Year 7 students all took their iPads into the exhibition and were asked to draw
or paint using the same app (Brushes) that Hockney used. We will make a drop
box for the students to submit their work and display these at school.

The staff who went on the excursion were all so impresed by the students’
behaviour. The staff had a number of people approach them to congratulate us on
how well behaved and mature our students were. | would like to share with you a
couple of the wonderful comments that were made to us.

o Before our lecture | thanked the students for being so well behaved and
the lecturer said that she delivers an increible amount of lectures and it is
a very rare thing indeed to hear a teacher say that to students, normally it
is the other way around.

o All of the staff observed many of the students offer their seats in the train
to members of the public. Ms Seymour told me that two old ladies were
offered seats, which they took, and then said, “that kind of respect will
serve you well in life”.

¢ Two women in the gallery asked one boy to find one of his teachers, they
found me and told me that they had asked him to explain what he was
doing. He had shown them the Brushes app, taught them how to use it
and explained how they were using exactly the same equipment as
Hockney. They told me that he had gone above and beyond any expected
response.

e There were a number of tours going through the exhibition at the same
time as we were there, and our students were asked regularly by the tour
guide to explain to the group what they were doing and asked to relate that
back to how Hockney made his own work.

All of the staff were very impressed with our year 7s and we were quite
touched by their sincere thoughtfulness. We were also pleased that the
students were genuinely interested in this exhibition. It is especially impressive
given that for many of these students this was their first time on a train, in the
city and in a gallery. So a big well done Year 7s of 2017!
